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The Yanomami Tribe live in large circular communal houses called yanos or shabanos.
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No hunter ever 
eats the meat he 
has killed, instead, 
he shares it out 
among friends and 
family.
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Women tend the gardens where they grow crops which make up about 80% of their food.
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In the Yanomami Tribe, wild honey is highly prized.
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
