Periodically throughout the school year we screen movies in the classrooms as treats and rewards.  The school has a subscription to Disney+ and there are many lovely films available to the children.  Within Early Years and Foundation Phase classes, we screen movies classified as U - Suitable for all.  
 
However, as the children move through the school, we screen PG classified movies such as "Paddington", "Lightyear", "Beauty and the Beast" etc.  In order to be able to screen PG rated movies to our older children (Years 2 - 6) we require permission from 100% of our families in those classes.  
 
Please note that if you do not wish your child to watch a PG movie they WILL NOT be excluded.  A suitable U classified film will be screened to the class instead.
