 Chair Report 


I am pleased to present my report for 2018-2019. We have again had a successful year in terms of money raised and well attended events.

Our efforts have focussed on events directly after school or during school time to ensure attendance remains at their optimum.  

We held a number of Christmas activities such as Santa’s Grotto, Christmas Hamper sales, a Christmas movie night, Name the Elf competition and also supported all of the Christmas concerts with refreshments and raffle sales. 
Our Valentines disco was incredibly profitable this year (almost £700), running it straight from school to 4:30pm where we charged an entrance fee of £5 which included a hot dog, drink and snack and we also had stalls selling gifts, sweets and activities such as pop a balloon.

Thanks must go to Laura James who has worked tirelessly on the Friday cake stall, introducing the very popular hot chocolate and marshmallows during the winter months and slush drinks during the Summer.

Thanks also to Mark Tribe for his organisation of the R2R collections. The next one is booked for Wednesday 16th October. 

In April we introduced our very own lottery with our first draw on the 6th April and our first winner a PTFA member – Rachel Batcup!!!
We have raised £602.80 since launch and currently have 51 supporters who purchase 60 tickets which is an average 43.59% participation based on an average of 2 children per parent. Our projected annual funds are £1248 so something definitely worth doing! And the more supporters we have the faster our funds will grow so please encourage friends and family to take part by logging into www.yourschoollottery.co.uk and searching for Llangyfelach Primary School! 
 
Donations to the school have included new benches for the yard (£520), classroom resources, stationery (£600) all of the school’s online subscriptions amounting to just over £6000. We also gave every child an egg at Easter, Year 6 had their Leaver Hoody’s and the toilets were refurbished with Bright Ideas interior paining using the children’s very own artwork.

It has again been challenging trying to organise meetings where we can get more than 2/3 people in attendance so most communications have been organised through our What’s app group and by circulating ‘Event planners’ by email.
